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On the Publicness of Commercial Banks:

Based on Banks’ Charges and Relevant Legal Issues

Abstract: In a long run people only recognize the commerciality of commercial banks whereas neglect
their publicness. Commercial banks are indeed of certain publicness that stems from the fact that commercial
banks are a specially protected industry and of chartered value a legal privilege. Given the fact that in China
many protections are granted to commercial banks and access to commercial bank industry is rather difficult
the chartered value of commercial banks is higher here than elsewhere. Further underdevelopment of the fi—
nancial industry lower administrative capability of commercial banks and the large number of the disadvantaged
all call for more free services rendered by the commercial banks. Thus it is by no means advisable to blindly
copy the pricing mechanism of foreign commercial banks. Rather the legitimacy of pricing depends on market
accessibility and chartered value of commercial banks.
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
